2010 Eligibility Rules for Becoming a Contestant in the Miss DC’s Outstanding Teen Scholarship Pageant

To compete in the 2010 Miss DC’s Outstanding Teen Scholarship pageant, a contestant must meet the following requirements:
· A contestant must be between 13- 17 years old.  A contestant must be 13 years old by the date of the 2010 Miss DC’s Outstanding Teen pageant and no older than 17 years old on or before July 31, 2010.  A copy of the contestant’s birth certificate must be provided to the Miss DC’s Outstanding Teen Organization.

· The contestant cannot have previously competed on the national level at Miss America’s Outstanding Teen as a state representative, or be eligible to compete as a contestant in Miss America.

· A contestant must be enrolled in and attending classes on a full-time basis at an accredited public school, private school or home schooling program. 

· If she is claiming eligibility based upon her residency, a contestant must be a resident of the District of Columbia at least six (6) months prior to the date of the 2010 Miss DC’s Outstanding Teen pageant.   Proof of residency must be provided to the Miss DC’s Outstanding Teen Organization in the form of a contestant’s or parent’s valid driver’s license, automobile registration, current lease or other official document that establishes residency.  If her residency at this location was established within six (6) months preceding the Miss DC’s Outstanding Teen competition, she must provide the Organization with any additional information or documents that may be required to determine her residency in the District of Columbia if her residence is relevant to her eligibility.

· If she is claiming eligibility based upon her status as a student, a contestant must provide a copy of her registration form from the school that shows her enrollment.  If she is home schooled, a contestant must provide documentation showing the District of Columbia’s current requirements concerning home schooling.  A contestant must be enrolled in an accredited public, private or home schooling program with passing scores (passing scores as determined by the state accreditation score) in academic and citizenship grades.

In addition, a contestant must meet the following requirements:

· A contestant must be born a female.

· A contestant must be a U.S. citizen.

· A contestant must never have been married.

· A contestant must never have been pregnant or the adoptive parent of any child.

· A contestant must be of good moral character and must not have been involved at any time in any act of moral turpitude.

· A contestant must never have been convicted of any criminal offenses and have no criminal charges presently pending. 

· A contestant must never have performed any act of or engaged in any activity or employment that is or could reasonably be characterized as dishonest, immoral or indecent.

· A contestant must be in reasonably good health and able to participate fully in any program activities.

· A contestant must not use or consume any illegal or dangerous substances or abuse alcohol, controlled substances or other dangerous substances.
